Materials List for Drawing Class 2005-2006

Available at Burke Walmart as of May 2005

This list applies to the Middle School and High School Drawing Classes. It has been slightly modified from the one available for those who were considering enrolling back in May. The total approximate cost (about $45 or less) is still the same. If similar items are purchased at a store other than Walmart, the approximate cost may be affected.

Each of the following materials needs to be purchased prior to the first class. Siblings may be able to share certain materials (drawing board, pencil sets, erasers) if they are in different classes but separate materials are still recommended for ease of use and reduced conflict. Parents with concerns can e-mail or call me directly to discuss arrangements. Please label all materials with the student/family’s name in permanent marker.

Required Materials:

An 8 ½” X 11” or 9“ X 12” spiral bound Sketchbook with a minimum of 75 pages. Look for a general purpose sketchbook for drawing and other media.

Walmart has the following 2 options:

$4.96    8 ½ X 11 with paper cover 

$10.96  9 X 12 with hard cover (This one, while more expensive, is a better choice if the student is rough with folders, books, etc. as the paper cover tears off easily in such situations). 

$2.64 Charcoal Pencil set containing 3 charcoal pencils, a white pencil and a kneaded eraser 

$6.96 Kimberly Graphite Drawing kit containing varied leads from 6B-6H, a sharpener and a white eraser

$1.47 Art Eraser set containing 3 types of erasers: kneaded, white, and gum

$4.44 Kimberly Watercolor Pencils

A 2 pocket 3 prong folder

About $1 or more--A pencil box to hold materials. Walmart has a craft box with a handle for $4.97 but a simple plastic pencil box large enough to hold the above supplies will suffice. Small tackle boxes also work well.

$10-$15--A drawing board at least 19” X 19” with two clips on top to hold the paper in place. Most are made out of masonite with rounded edges for safety and a handle for carrying. Masonite is lighter and I recommend it over plywood since students will be carrying it to almost every class. Whatever drawing board you choose should have two clips on the top to hold the paper. Commercial ones also come with a rubber band to hold the bottom of the paper in place. Homemade drawing boards may work if they are the right size and smooth enough. Please contact me directly with your questions.

Items from around the home:

In addition, each student will need at least one black felt tip pen in a fine point (it does not need to be permanent) and a ruler/straight edge with a nice clean edge on it. These items will need to be purchased if you do not have them at home.

Students will also need to have access to a jigsaw puzzle, a camera (a student taken photograph may be needed for the midterm project) and a mirror in a convenient space for drawing. The puzzle--at least 500 pieces--will only be used for practicing visual sighting skills. The image on the puzzle is not a concern. 

The midterm project will be collaboratively decided between the student and instructor. Please talk to me if the camera requirement will be a hardship or difficulty. The mirror is for self-portrait drawings and would need to be mounted or available in a space that lends itself to drawing (i.e. adequate lighting, space for the student to sit and use lapboard, etc.) Tabletop make-up mirrors are not appropriate as they distort features.

I tried to keep expenses as low as possible. While available at Walmart all materials should also be available at other Arts and Craft stores. Walmart did not have 21 sets of each item so parents might want to consider purchasing early so that Walmart will have enough time to restock before school starts.
